For over a decade, CAIR (Capital Area Immigrants’ Rights) Coalition has 
worked collaboratively with community groups, pro bono attorneys, volunteers 
and immigrants from the District of Columbia,Virginia and Maryland to ensure 
that all immigrants are treated with fairness, dignity and respect for their 
human and civil rights. 
Our speaker will provide a brief overview of U.S. Immigration history to put 
the current political debate in it’s historical context and will pay particular 
attention to the impact of the government’s current “enforcement only” policy 
that has lead to a record number of detained immigrants with devastating 
effects on immigrant families and communities and will conclude with how 
communities of faith are responding to these issues.
