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The Confirmation Journey
is a year-long, intensive
ministry from September
through May. The class
meets every Sunday morn-
ing during the church
school hour. In addition to
the material covered in
class, at-home assign-
ments and the periodic
WALTs (Worship And
Lunch Together) sessions
with Mentors will be an
important part of the
learning experience.

Several activities outside
of the classroom are
required as part of the
Confirmation experience:
Retreats
WALTSs, meetings with
Mentors
Weekly worship
Session meetings
Service Projects
Fellowship Meetings

In the spring, all partici-
pants will write a state-
ment expressing their
faith in their own words, to
be presented personally to
session during a called
meeting. Those partici-
pants who have faithfully
met the requirements and
desire uniting with the
church will be formally
received into membership.
